Day 01 
Sunday, June 22nd      USA /LIMA 
Arrive late from Houston in Lima (11:30PM.)  Met at airport and transferred to hotel in 
Lima. 
Overnight – Hotel Bolivar 
 
Day 02 
Monday, June 23rd      LIMA/RESERVA AMAZONICA  
After an early breakfast, transfer to airport for flight to Puerto Maldonado. A bus will be 
waiting to take you to the port. Then you will board a boat for a 45 minutes ride to 
Reserva Amazónica, just in time for lunch.  There will be an orientation to Reserva 
Amazonica and then a visit to the canopy walkway.  From the canopy walkway, there 
will be a boat ride to Gamitana Farm.  Dinner at Reserva Amazonica.

Wednesday, June 25th      RESERVA AMAZONICA  
After breakfast, there will be a short boat ride across the river for an early morning walk 
to Lake Sandoval where the group will go out in canoes.  Afterwards, there will be a walk 
to Fundo Concepción – ATI, which is located on a 340 hectare private reserve that joins 
the Tambopata Reserve and Lake Sandoval. Lunch will be served at ATI.   In the 
afternoon, you will walk on trails, ending with a tour of ethnobotanical gardens and Bath 
of Tranquility ceremony in the gardens.  There will be a night walk to look for cayman.

Day 05 
Thursday, June 26th     RESERVA AMAZONICA/LOS AMIGOS 
Early breakfast at Reserva Amazonica and departure back to Puerto Maldonado. There 
you will board a bus/van for a 1-hour journey along the new Trans-Oceanic Highway 
linking the Brazilian Atlantic with the Peruvian Pacific to the port town of Laberinto.  
Transfer to boats for the approximately 4-hour trip up the Madre de Dios River.  Box 
lunch on boat.  Visit village of Vuelte Grande on the way.   Arrival in time for dinner at 
Los Amigos.

Dinner at local 
restaurant.  Overnight in Aguas Calientes.

Tuesday, July 1st    CUSCO/LIMA

airport for latest afternoon flight to Lima.  Lunch on your own at airport.  Transfer from 
airport to Lima for dinner at the “Mango’s” restaurant in Miraflores.  Transfer back to 
airport for international flight to USA.
